Description

Qu’ran

Overall aim is to recite the Quran fluently and eloquently. This includes:
¢ To recite with the correct rules of Tajweed.
e To be aware of the rules of pausing and stopping.
¢ To ultimately be able to recite at length without difficulty.

Note: Quran recitation will vary according to ability and age. Not all students will progress at the same
speed and the ultimate goal will be on an individual basis.

Cleanliness:

e All aspects of Wudu including Obligatory and recommended actions (Fara’id and Sunnats) and
what nullifies wudu.

e All aspects of Ghusl (Fara’id and Sunnats) and what makes Ghusl compulsory.
Tayammum (dry ablution); situations where tayammum may become necessary.

¢ Najaasat: different types and how to remove/purify/clean
